The main difference between the 2 is the SOLMIS/GEC header and trailer must have the carriers SOLMIS id, while the COPAC header and trailer must have the carriers COPAC SCAC code.   All of the carrier's data must be between the COPAC header and trailer.


SOLMIS/GEC 


The first set of headers and trailers is used by the Ford communication system SOLMIS/GEC.  All input files being sent  through SOLMIS/GEC to COPAC are identified with CARTOCOPAC in the file title and have the carrier's Solmis user code.
